TOURNAMENT SCHEDULES AND FEES

14 & under will play an AAU schedule consisting of 7 indoor tournaments and 1 in house tournament. Indoor tournaments will consist of 3 two day tournaments and 
4 one day tournaments.  The in house tournament will be held locally at Harbor City grass court.
Tuition is $1100 and will include uniforms, team entry fees, gym rental, insurance, coach’s fees, equipment, registration fees. Tuition will be paid in three installment payments of $367 due Dec 10, Jan 15, Feb 15. 
Special Note:

 Payments not received by the above dates will result in a $50 late fee for every week late unless prior arrangements have been made with the club director at least one week in advance of the fee due date. After 3 weeks late, the athlete will be suspended until all fees and penalties are paid in full.
All teams 15 & older will play an 8 indoor tournament schedule, both AAU and USAV and 1 in house tournament. The in house tournament will be held locally at Harbor City grass court. 

Tuition is $1500 and will include uniforms, team entry fees, gym rental, insurance, coach’s fees, equipment, registration fees.  

Tuition will be paid in three installment payments of $500 due Dec 10, Jan 15, Feb 15. 
Special Note 

Payments not received by the above dates will result in a $50 late fee for every week late unless prior arrangements have been made with the club director at least one week in advance of the fee due date. After 3 weeks late, the athlete will be suspended until all fees and penalties are paid in full.
Note: Fees cover all expenses identified above except for athlete travel costs, athlete hotel fees and food.  No extra money is due for coach’s travel expenses.

If you know in advance that you will not be able to attend a tournament please advise your coach as soon as possible.  
Refund Policy:  Once teams are formed there will be no refund of fees collected.  The Director will deal directly with any situation that includes but is not limited to a player that has a season ending illness or injury.
DISPUTE POLICY & PROCEDURES

Knowing when to communicate and how to communicate with your athlete’s coach is a concern for almost every parent at some time during the season. Most often, the concern is how to inquire about issues surrounding playing time. SPIRIT has always tried to encourage the athlete to talk to the coach when she has a problem with her playing time. If the athlete is unsure or unclear about what the coach expects from her, either in practice or in competition, the appropriate action is for the athlete to communicate with the coach as to what she needs to do to get more opportunities to play in matches or at another position.

POLICY ORDER:

STEP 1. The athlete should first speak to the coach about the matter. If the matter remains unresolved, or the athlete has a reasonable concern that speaking to the coach will not resolve the matter, then move on to step 2.

STEP 2. The parents should speak or meet with the coach. Parents and/or athlete should contact the coach via the telephone to set up a meeting time (not during a tournament).

****A parent should never approach a coach at a tournament. We have instructed the coaches to follow the “24 hour rule”, to refuse to discuss any controversial matter, and to refer the parent to the Directors. The coach will then walk away.****
The recommended time for a parent to schedule a meeting is usually before or immediately following a scheduled practice. If the matter remains unresolved or if the parent has a reasonable concern that speaking with the coach will not resolve the matter, then go to step 3.

STEP 3. The parent may speak to the Director (s) and request a meeting with the coach and Director (s) together.

1. In certain situations, SPIRIT may request the athlete to also attend.

2. Meetings should be previously arranged. This will not take place at a tournament site.

3. The Director(s) will not engage in discussions about coaching decisions.

STEP 4. If the parent or athlete is not satisfied by the action of the Directors, they may request, in writing, that the Board of Directors review the matter.

OTHER POLICIES REGARDING GRIEVANCES WITH SPIRIT CLUB:

1. SPIRIT will not tolerate hostile, aggressive confrontations between a parent and any official, coach, athlete, or another parent, whether the confrontation is within the club or not. Violation of this policy may result in the athlete(s) being dismissed from SPIRIT.

2. It is inappropriate for an athlete or parent to approach other SPIRIT members about a problem the athlete or parent is having with a SPIRIT coach.

3. Asking uninvolved persons to take sides in an issue is unfair to the third party and to the club. For the psychological health of the teams and the club as a whole, grievances need to be handled between the parties involved and the decision makers in the situation.

Remember…Competitive team athletics, by nature alone, create situations where everyone may not be happy all of the time.

 ****Any member who is approached and asked to listen to or to express an opinion about matters between two other parties in the club is strongly encouraged to refer the complaining party to take the matter up with either the coach or the directors.****
4. If you, as a parent, are unhappy or concerned about any matter, address the party in control. If the athlete is unhappy, she needs to address the appropriate party.
